CW 1


Bought in June 1871 from the Housatonic RR and used in the construction of the CW RR. It had copper tubes and blew up in Winsted, CT on 8 Mar 1872. It was repaired and sold to the Rhinebeck & Connecticut RR on 29 May 1872 for $1500.00 (for some reason w/o the tender). Never was assigned a road number by the CW RR. (See R&C note 1)
CW 2

Was delivered on 15 Sep 1871 and used in the construction of the CW RR. Had a headlight at both ends and used mainly as a switcher in Hartford, CT. Was shopped at Hartford in Sep 1890. Reportedly shipped by flatcar from storage in Canaan, CT to the Reading, PA shops in mid 1893 for scrapping. (to H&CW #1; CNE&W #1; PR&NE (1st) #1)
CW 3

Cost new $10,250 and was delivered to the CW RR on 12 Oct 1871. Was sold to the Shepaug RR on 20 Nov 1888 for between $2500.00 and $3000.00 and became their #4. Later became NH #554. The #2 spot vacancy was filled in Jan 1892 by the CNE&W with ex-R&C RR 0-4-2T #3 / (2nd) #2 that carried the #12 on the CNE&W prior to Jan 1892. (To H&CW #2)
CW 4
Delivered on 12 Oct 1871. Was shopped in Hartford, CT in Oct, 1890. Was taken to the Reading, PA shops in fall of 1893 for major repairs that were never made. Written off by the PR&NE RR in 4th quarter of 1895 and presumably scrapped by the P&R Railway soon after. (To H&CW #3; CNE&W #3; PR&NE #3)
CW 5

Delivered new at Canaan, CT on 6 Nov 1871 by Engineer John Barton. Was removed from road service in late 1892 and used as a stationary boiler for passenger car heating in Hartford, CT. Was shipped to the Pennsylvania Bolt & Nut Co. in Lebanon, Pa. on 18 Mar 1899 for scrapping. Number was replaced by new BLW 4-4-0 (2nd) #4 built in Dec 1893. (To H&CW #4; CNE&W #4; PR&NE (1st) #4)

CW 6

Delivered new in mid Nov 1871 at Canaan, CT. Was wrecked at Modena, NY on 13 Nov 1892. Was used on Poughkeepsie Bridge trolley shuttle service in Mar 1899 while regular loco was being repaired. Was out of service on the CNE Railway takeover of the PR&NE in Jan 1899 but was repaired and returned to service. Was sold to the American Iron & Steel Mfg. Co. and sent to Lebanon, PA for scrapping on 16 Jan 1901. (To H&CW #5; CNE&W #5; PR&NE  #5 - #1254 - #5; CNE (1st) #5)
CW 7

Built for the New Haven, Middletown, & Willimantic RR (#3 “Portland”) which defaulted on payment and was sold at auction by Rogers Locomotive Works to the CW RR for $10,250.00. Was delivered new at Canaan, CT in Sep 1871.Was knocked off the track and down the bank by a five (5) ton boulder at Stoney Lonesome (near West Norfolk, CT) on 8 Mar 1882 and it took ten (10) days to be rerailed. Was condemned on 9 Mar 1899 and sent to the Pennsylvania Bolt & Nut Co. in Lebanon, Pa. on 18 Mar 1899 for scrapping. (To H&CW #6; CNE&W #6; PR&NE  #6 - #1255 - #6; CNE (1st) #6)

CW 8

Ordered by the CW RR on 12 Apr 1872. Was scrapped at the Reading, PA shops in late 1893. The number was replaced by new BLW 4-4-0 (2nd) #7 built in Dec 1893. (To H&CW #7; CNE&W #7; PR&NE (1st) #7)

CW 9

Ordered by the CW RR on 12 Apr 1872. Was scrapped at the Reading, PA shops in early 1893. The number was replaced by new BLW 4-4-0 (2nd) #8 built in Dec 1893. (To H&CW #8; CNE&W #8; PR&NE (1st) #8)

CW 10

Cost new $14,500.00. Was taken to the Reading, PA shops in the fall of 1893 for major repairs that were never made.. Was written off by the PR&NE in the 4th quarter of 1895 and presumable scrapped by the P&R Railway soon after. (To H&CW #9; CNE&W #9; PR&NE #9)

CW 11

Ordered in Oct 1875 by the CW RR and was delivered on 10 Dec 1875. Cost new $9,000.00. Was wrecked at the Farmington River bridge west of Tariffville, CT on 15 Jan 1878. Was returned to service on 16 Feb 1878. Reportedly was out of service for four years from late 1893 until late 1897. Rebuilt at the Hartford, CT shops in Oct 1890, Jun 1898 and in Feb 1902. Was sold on 2 Nov 1906 to an I.U. Harris (scrap dealer) of Hartford. CT for $625.00. (To H&CW #10; CNE&W #10; PR&NE #10; CNE (1st) #10 - #210)

CW 12

Delivered new in Jan 1876. Was found to be too heavy for the CW RR’s light rails and was sold to the Housatonic RR on 12 Feb 1879 for $7000.00. Became HRR #20 “A.B. Mygatt”. Became NYNH&H RR #470 in 1892 and #1953 in 1904. Was scrapped in Jan 1905.

HCW 1
Had a headlight at both ends and used mainly as a switcher in Hartford, CT. Was shopped at Hartford in Sep 1890. Reportedly shipped by flatcar from storage in Canaan, CT to the Reading, PA shops in mid 1893 for scrapping. (See CW Note 02) (Was CW #1; To CNE&W #1; PR&NE (1st) #1)
HCW 2

Was sold to the Shepaug RR on 20 Nov 1888 for between $2500.00 and $3000.00 where it became their #4. Became NH RR #554 in 1898. The #2 spot remained vacant until filled in Jan 1892 by the CNE&W with ex-R&C RR 0-4-2T #3 / (2nd) #2 that was CNE&W #12 prior to that date. (See CW RR Note 3) (Was CW #2)
HCW 3

Was shopped in Hartford, CT in Oct, 1890. Was taken to the Reading, PA shops in fall of 1893 for major repairs that were never made. Written off by the PR&NE RR in 4th quarter of 1895 and presumably scrapped by the P&R Railway soon after. (See CW RR Note 3) (Was CW #3; To CNE&W #3; PR&NE #3)
HCW 4

Leased to the Hudson Connecting RR in early 1889 for $216.00 per month and used on construction train between Highland and Maybrook; Was removed from road service in late 1892 due to poor performance and used as a stationary boiler at Hartford, CT for passenger cars. Was sold and shipped to the Pennsylvania Bolt & Nut Co. in Lebanon, Pa. on 18 Mar 1899 for scrapping. The vacant #4 spot was filled by the PR&NE RR in Dec 1893 by new 4-6-0 BLW (2nd) #4. (See CW RR Note 5) (Was #4; To CNE&W #4; PR&NE (1st) #4)

HCW 5
Was wrecked at Modena, NY on 13 Nov 1892. Was used on Poughkeepsie Bridge trolley shuttle service in Mar 1899 while regular loco was being repaired. Was out of service on the CNE Railway takeover of the PR&NE in Jan 1899 but was repaired and returned to service. Was sold to the American Iron & Steel Mfg. Co. and sent to Lebanon, PA for scrapping on 16 Jan 1901. (See CW RR Note 6) (Was CW #5; To CNE&W #5; PR&NE #5 - #1254 - #5; CNE (1st) #5)

HCW 6

Was knocked off the track and down the bank by a five (5) ton boulder at Stoney Lonesome (near West Norfolk, CT) on 8 Mar 1882 and it took ten (10) days for the locomotive to be brought back up to track level. Was condemned by the CNE on 9 Mar 1899 and sent to the Pennsylvania Bolt & Nut Co. in Lebanon, Pa. on 18 Mar 1899 for scrapping. (See CW RR Note 7) (Was CW #6; To CNE&W #6; PR&NE #6 - #1255 - #6; CNE (1st) #6)

HCW 7

Leased to the Hudson Connecting RR in early 1889 for $371.00 per month and used on construction train between Highland and Maybrook. Was scrapped by the P&R Railway at their Reading, PA shops in late 1893. The vacant #7 spot filled by the PR&NE in Dec 1893 by new BLW (2nd) #7. (See CW RR Note 8) (Was CW #7; To CNE&W #7; PR&NE (1st) #7)

HCW 8

Was scrapped by the P&R Railway at their Reading, PA shops in late 1893. The vacant #8 spot filled by the PR&NE in Dec 1893 by new BLW (2nd) #8. (See CW RR Note 9) (Was CW #8; To CNE&W #8; PR&NE (1st) #8)

HCW 9
Was taken to the P&R Railway’s Reading,PA shops in the fall of 1893 for repairs that were never made. Was written off by the PR&NE in the 4th quarter of 1895 and was scrapped by the P&R Railway soon after. (See CW RR Note 10) (Was CW #9; To CNE&W #9; PR&NE #9)

HCW 10

Reportedly was out of service on the PR&NE for four years from late 1893 until late 1897. Rebuilt at the Hartford, CT shops in Oct 1890, Jun 1898 and in Feb 1902. Was sold in Sep 1906 to an I.U. Harris (scrap dealer) of Hartford, CT for $625.00. (See CW RR Note 11) (Was CW #10; To CNE&W #10; PR&NE #10; CNE (1st) #10 - #210)

HCW 11

Was rebuilt from a hard coal to a soft coal burner by the H&CW RR soon after the takeover of the R&C RR in 1882. Renumbered by the CNE&W RR to #41 when new BLW 4-6-0 (2nd) #11 was delivered in Jan 1892. Was probably scrapped by the P&R Railway shortly after it’s takeover of the CNE&W RR in Aug, 1892. (See R&C Note 3) (Was R&C (1st) #2 – (2nd) #1; To CNE&W (1st) #11 - #41)
HCW 12

Was rebuilt from a hard coal to a soft coal burner by the H&CW RR soon after the takeover of the R&C RR in 1882. Used by the HC&W RR on the docks at Rhinecliff, NY and by the CNE&W RR and the PR&NE RR (after the Poughkeepsie Bridge opened) as a switcher in both Maybrook, NY and Hartford, CT. Was Renumbered by the CNE&W RR from (1st) #12 to #2 in Jan 1892 after delivery of new BLW 4-6-0 (2nd) #12. Was in a condemned state in Hartford, CT in Nov 1894 but was repaired and returned to service again as a switcher there. Was again in a condemned state upon the CNE Railway’s takeover of the PR&NE RR on 23 Jan 1899 and probably was scrapped soon after. (See R&C Note 4) (Was R&C (1st) #3 – (2nd) #2; To CNE&W (1st) #12 - #2; PR&NE #2 - #1251 - #2)

HCW 13

Was rebuilt from a hard coal to a soft coal burner by the H&CW RR soon after the takeover of the R&C RR in 1882. Renumbered by the CNE&W RR to #43 when new BLW 4-6-0 (2nd) #13 was delivered in Jan 1892. Was probably scrapped by the P&R Railway shortly after it’s takeover of the CNE&W RR in Aug, 1892. (See R&C Note 5) (Was R&C (1st) #4 – (2nd) #3; To CNE&W (1st) #13 - #43)

HCW 14

Was rebuilt from a hard coal to a soft coal burner by the H&CW RR soon after the takeover of the R&C RR in 1882. Was lost in the roundhouse fire at Rhinecliff, NY on 16 Dec 1887. The #14 spot was vacant until Jan 1892 when new CNE&W RR BLW 4-6-0 #14 was delivered. (See R&C Note 6) (Was R&C #5 – (2nd) #4)

HCW 15

Was built for the East Tennessee, Virginia & Georgia RR but diverted to the H&CWRR by the Rogers Locomotive Works. Cost new $13,224 and was used primarily on the Rhinecliff Branch due to it’s light weight. Was rebuilt in spring 1892 by Rogers. Was condemned in Apr 1908 and sold to Sinsman & Blumenthal Co. (scrap dealer) for $200.00. (To CNE&W #15; PR&NE #15 - #1264 - #15; CNE (1st) #15 - #211)

HCW 16

Cost $12,500.00 new and was delivered to the H&CW RR on 11 Oct 1882. Was rebuilt with new BLW boiler in July 1900 at the Hartford, CT shops at a cost of $5231.25. Was condemned on 20 Nov 1919. (To CNE&W #16; PR&NE #16 - #1265 - #16; CNE (1st) #16 - #220 – (2nd) #35)

HCW 17

Was rebuilt with an extended front end July 1890 and reboilered in Apr 1901 at a cost of $5650.54. Was condemned in Oct 1925. (To CNE&W #17; PR&NE #17 - #1266 - #17; CNE (1st) #17 - #221 – (2nd) #36)


HCW 18

Cost new $9,572.00. Was reboilered in Jul 1901 and fitted with extended saddle at a cost of $5061.02. Was condemned in July 1926. (To CNE&W #18; PR&NE #18 - #1267 - #18; CNE (1st) #18 - #222 – (2nd) #37)

HCW 19

Cost new $9,825.00. Was condemned on 31 Dec 1911 for scrap value of $300.00. (To CNE&W (1st) #19 – (2nd) #22; PR&NE #22; CNE (1st) #22 - (2nd) #1)

Was condemned and sold for scrap to the Pennsylvania Bolt & Nut Co. in Lebanon, Pa. and shipped to them on 18 Mar 1899 for scrapping. (See CW RR note 5) (Was CW #4; H&CW #4; To PR&NE (1st) #4)

CNEW 6

CNEW 13

Was renumbered from CNE&W RR (1st) #12 to vacant (2nd) #2 spot in Jan 1892 on delivery of new BLW 4-6-0 (2nd) #12. Used as a switcher in both Maybrook and Hartford. Was in a condemned state at Hartford in Nov 1894 but was shopped and returned to service. Was again in a condemned state upon the CNE Railway’s takeover of the PR&NE RR in Jan 1899 and presumed scrapped soon after. (See R&C note 4) (Was R&C (1st) #3 – (2nd) #2; H&CW #12; To PR&NE #2 - #1251 - #2)
CNEW 14

BLW Class 10/36D-67. Cost new $10,285.00 including a train signal system. Was condemned as of 31 Dec 1915 for $300.00 scrap value. (To PR&NE #12 - #1261 - #12; CNE (1st) #12 – (2nd) #26)

CNEW 15

Was renumbered from CNE&W RR (1st) #13 to #43 on delivery of new BLW 4-6-0 (2nd) #13 in Jan 1892. Scrapped by the P&R Railway soon after it’s takeover of the CNE&W RR in Aug 1892. (See R&C note 5) (was R&C (1st) #4 – (2nd) #3; HC&W #13)

CNEW 16

BLW Class 10/36D-66. Cost new $10,250.00. Received major overhaul at BLW in Philadelphia, PA in Dec 1893 and Jan 1894 costing $2,425.70. Was condemned 30 Apr 1915 for scrap value of $300.00. (To PR&NE #13 - #1262 - #13; CNE (1st) #13 – (2nd) #27)

BLW Class 8/30C-344. Purchased new by the Delaware & New England RR (a paper organization) but lettered for the CNE&W RR. BLW Class 10/34E-1228. Bought new by the Delaware & New England RR (a paper organization) but lettered for the CNE&W RR. Was shipped new from BLW in Philadelphia, PA on 2 Oct 1890 to Hartford, CT. Cost new $9,695.00. Sold on 14 Sep 1906 to Fitzhugh-Luther & Co. (locomotive broker) for $1750.00 and by them, in turn, to the Spokane & Inland Empire RR (#6). Resold to the Pacific & Eastern RR (2nd #5) of Medford, OR in 1911. This line became the Brownlee Olds Lbr. Co. in 1921. Final disposition unknown. (To PR&NE #27 - #1276 - #27; CNE (1st) #27)

BLW Class 10/34E-1228. Bought new by the Delaware & New England RR (a paper organization) but lettered for the CNE&W RR. Was shipped new from BLW in Philadelphia, PA on 2 Oct 1890 to Hartford, CT. Cost new $9,695.00. Was wrecked at Clintondale, NY on 23 Oct 1892 and again at Stissing Jct, NY on 11 May 1893. Was sold by the CNE Railway in May 1903 to Fitzhugh & Co. The SECOND Column indicates the renumbering of locomotives as ordered by the P&R Railway’s headquarters in Philadelphia, PA beginning in early 1893 in order to eliminate the possibility of duplicate numbering within the P&R system. The THIRD Column indicates the renumbering of locomotives (with exceptions noted below) beginning in Feb 1894 back to their original numbers after the P&R lost control of the PR&NE RR in late 1893.
The “+” sign before and after a locomotive number indicates that written and/or photo evidence exists as to the actual renumbering of that particular locomotive in the “1200” series. The “( )” bracketing a locomotive number in the middle column indicates that this particular locomotive, although a new number had been assigned to it, did not get renumbered in to the “1200” series as it had not as yet gone through the shops prior to the order to revert back to the original numbering system. The “%” mark before and after a locomotive number indicates the P&R ordered number assigned to this particular locomotive; however, it was never applied due to it’s having been removed from service or scrapped before going through the shops.
(*) Indicates unofficial construction number as Rogers apparently used none between Jun 1856 and Nov 1872 . (R&LHS Bulletin #167 – Fall, 1992)

(@) Indicates that the decision was made to revert back to single and double digit locomotive numbering in Oct 1893 and then the ten new BLW compounds (three 4-4-0’s and seven 2-8-0’s) delivered in Dec 1893 were numbered 4,7,8,34,35,36,37,38,39 & 40 at the factory. Most other existing locomotives were not renumbered until new plates prepared by BLW and Rogers were delivered to the Hartford, CT shops in Feb 1894.

PRNE 1
Said to have been out of service on P&R Railway’s takeover of the CNE&W RR and was taken out of storage in Canaan, CT and placed on a flatcar and brought to the P&R’s Reading, PA shops in mid 1893 where it was scrapped. (see CW note 2) (Was CW #1; H&CW #1; CNE&W #1

PRNE 2

Was one of three locomotives originally built for the North Hudson County Railway (#3, #4, or #6) of Hoboken, NJ and was bought used in July 1897 from the New Jersey Car & Equipment Co. Was a “dummy” (enclosed) locomotive used in hauling trolleys from Pratts Mills (west of Highland, NY) over the Poughkeepsie Bridge in to the city of Poughkeepsie. Taken to Hartford, CT in early 1902 and used in the construction of the Springfield Branch. Was sold in May 1903 to F.M. Hicks Co. (locomotive broker) of Chicago, IL for $800.00. Final disposition unknown. (To CNE (1st) #1)

PRNE 3

Used as a yard switcher in Hartford, CT but was condemned in Nov 1894. Later rebuilt and returned to service in Hartford, CT. Was again in a condemned state upon the CNE Railway’s takeover of the PR&NE in Jan 1899 and undoubtedly was scrapped shortly afterward. (See R&C note 4) (Was R&C (1st) #3 – (2nd) #2; H&CW #12; CNE&W (1st) #12 - #2)
PRNE 4

Was taken to the Reading, PA shops in fall of 1893 for major repairs that were never made. Written off by the PR&NE RR in 4th quarter of 1895 and presumably scrapped by the P&R Railway around that time. (PR&NE Class “I”) (See CW note 4) (Was CW #3; H&CW #3; CNE&W #3)
PRNE 5

Was removed from road service in late 1892 and used as a stationary boiler to heat passenger cars in Hartford, CT. Was sold for scrap by the CNE Railway to the Pennsylvania Bolt & Nut Co. in Lebanon, Pa. and shipped there on 18 Mar 1899. (PR&NE Class “I”) (See CW note 5) (Was CW #4; H&CW #4; CNE&W #4)
PRNE 6

BLW Class 8 18/34C-10. Was shipped new from BLW in Philadelphia, PA on Thursday, 14 Dec 1893 to Hartford, CT. Cylinders were simpled to 18”x24” and drivers extended to 69” during rebuilding by the CNE Railway at the Hartford, CT shops in 1908. Was condemned in Nov 1926. (To CNE (1st) #4 - #200 - #229 – (2nd) #41)

PRNE 7

Was wrecked at Modena, NY on 13 Nov 1892. Was used on Poughkeepsie Bridge trolley shuttle service in Mar 1899 while regular loco was being repaired. Was out of service on the CNE Railway takeover of the PR&NE in Jan 1899 but was repaired and returned to service. Was sold to the American Iron & Steel Mfg. Co. and sent to Lebanon, PA for scrapping on 16 Jan 1901. (PR&NE Class “I”) (See CW note 6) (Was CW #5; H&CW #5; CNE&W #5; To CNE (1st) #5)
PRNE 8

Was condemned on 9 Mar 1899 and sold to the Pennsylvania Bolt & Nut Co. in Lebanon, Pa. where it was sent for scrap on 18 Mar 1899. (See CW note 7) (Was CW #6; H&CW #6; CNE&W #6; To CNE (1st) #6)

PRNE 9

Was condemned in mid-1893 and sent to the P&R Railway’s Reading, PA shops in Sep 1893 for scrapping. (See CW note 8) (Was CW #7; H&CW #7; CNE&W #7)

PRNE 10

BLW Class 8 18/34C-11. Was shipped new from BLW in Philadelphia, PA on Monday, 18 Dec 1893 to Hartford, CT. Cylinders were simpled to 18”x24” and drivers extended to 69” during rebuilding by the CNE Railway at the Hartford, CT shops in 1911. Was condemned on 10 Oct 1926. (To CNE (1st) #7 - #201 - #231 – (2nd) #43)

PRNE 11

Was condemned in first half of 1893 and sent to the P&R Railway’s Reading, PA shops for scrapping. (See CW note 9) (Was CW #8; H&CW #8; CNE&W #8)

PRNE 12
BLW Class 8 18/23C-12. Was shipped new from BLW in Philadelphia, PA on Monday, 18 Dec 1893 to Hartford, CT. Cylinders were simpled to 18”x24” and drivers extended to 69” during rebuilding by the CNE Railway at the Hartford, CT shops in 1909. Was condemned in Nov 1925. (To CNE #8 - #202 - #230 – (2nd) #42)

PRNE 13

Was taken to the Reading, PA shops in fall of 1893 for major repairs that were never made. Written off by the PR&NE RR in 4th quarter of 1895 and presumably scrapped by the P&R Railway around that time. (PR&NE Class “J”) (See CW note 10) (Was CW #9; H&CW #9; CNE&W #9)
PRNE 14

Was reportedly was out of service for four years from late 1893 until late 1897. Rebuilt at the Hartford, CT shops in Jun 1898 and in Feb 1902. Was condemned by the CNE Railway and sold to an I.U. Harris (scrap dealer) of Hartford. CT on 2 Nov 1906 for $625.00. (See CW note 11) (Was CW #10; H&CW #10; CNE&W #10; To CNE (1st) #10 - #210)
PRNE 15

Was wrecked in the Canaan, CT yards on 27 July 1892 and again in East Canaan, CT on 29 Jun 1893. Was condemned by the CNE Railway in July 1925. (See CNEW note 12) (PR&NE Class “D”) (Was CNE&W (2nd) #11; To CNE (1st) #11 – (2nd) #25 - (2nd) #47)
PRNE 16

Was condemned by the CNE Railway on 31 Dec 1915 for $300.00 scrap value. (See CNEW note 14) (PR&NE Class “D”) (Was CNE&W (2nd) #12; To CNE (1st) #12 – (2nd) #26)
PRNE 17

Received major overhaul at BLW in Philadelphia, PA in Dec 1893 and Jan 1894 costing $2,425.70. Was condemned 30 Apr 1915 for scrap value of $350.00. (See CNEW note 16) (PR&NE Class “D”) (Was CNE&W (2nd) #13; To CNE (1st) #13 – (2nd) #27)
PRNE 18

Was wrecked at Copake, NY on 28 Mar 1893. Condemned by the CNE Railway in Apr 1926. (See CNEW note 17) (PR&NE Class “D”) (Was CNE&W #14; To CNE (1st) #14 – (2nd) #28 – (2nd) #48)

PRNE 19

Used primarily on the Rhinecliff Branch account of it’s light weight. Rebuilt in spring 1892 by Rogers Locomotive Works of Paterson, NJ. Was condemned by the CNE Railway in Apr 1908 and sold to Sinsman & Blumenthal Co. (scrap dealer) for $200.00. (See H&CW note 15) (PR&NE Class “E”) (Was H&CW #15; CNE&W #15; To CNE (1st) #15 – #211)

PRNE 20

Rebuilt with new BLW boiler by the CNE Railway at the Hartford, CT shops in July 1900 at a cost of $5231.25. Was condemned on 20 Nov 1919. (See H&CW note 16) (PR&NE Class “E”) (Was H&CW #16; CNE&W #16; To CNE (1st) #16 – #220 – (2nd) #35)

PRNE 21

Was rebuilt at the CNE Railway’s Hartford, CT shops with a new boiler in Apr 1901 at a cost of $5650.54. Was condemned in Oct 1925. (See H&CW note 17) (PR&NE Class “E”) (Was H&CW #17; CNE&W #17; To CNE (1st) #17 – #221 – (2nd) #36)


PRNE 22

Was rebuilt at the CNE Railway’s Hartford, CT shops with a new boiler (fitted with extended saddle) in Jul 1901 at a cost of $5061.02. Was condemned in July 1926. (See H&CW note 18) (PR&NE Class “E”) (Was H&CW #18; CNE&W #18; To CNE (1st) #18 – #222 – (2nd) #37)

PRNE 23
Was condemned by the CNE Railway on 31 Dec 1915 for $300.00 scrap value. (See HC RR note 2) (PR&NE Class “F”) (Was HC #2; CNE&W (1st) #22 – (2nd) #19; To CNE (1st) #19 - #223 – (2nd) #31)

PRNE 24

Reported to have been a poor steamer and sent to the P&R Railway’s Reading, PA shops in Dec 1892 for rebuilding. Was condemned by the CNE Railway on 30 Apr 1915 for $250.00 scrap value. (See CNEW note 24) (PR&NE Class “F”) (Was CNE&W #20; To CNE (1st) #20 – #224 – (2nd) #32)

PRNE 25
Was wrecked at Clintondale, NY on 23 Oct 1892 and taken to the P&R Railway’s Reading, PA shops in Nov 1892 for rebuilding. Was condemned by the CNE Railway on 30 Sep 1919 for $400.00 scrap value. (See HC RR note 01) (PR&NE Class “F”) (Was HC #1; CNE&W #21; To CNE (1st) #21 - #225 – (2nd) #33)

PRNE 26

Was condemned by the CNE Railway on 31 Dec 1911 for $300.00 scrap value. (See H&CW note 19) (PR&NE Class “G”) (Was H&CW #19; CNE&W (1st) #19 – (2nd) #22; To CNE (1st) #22 – (2nd) #1)

PRNE 27

Was condemned by the CNE Railway on 31 Dec 1911 for $350.00 scrap value. (See HC RR note 03) (PR&NE Class “H”) (Was HC #3; CNE&W #23; To CNE (1st) #23 – (1st) #2 – (1st) #104 – (1st) #106 – #77)

PRNE 28

Sold by the CNE Railway to Fitzhugh-Luther & Co. (locomotive broker) on 22 Apr 1905 for $1850.00 who re-sold it to the Duluth, Rainy Lake & Winnipeg RR. Line became the Duluth, Winnipeg & Pacific RR in 1912. Final disposition unknown. (See HC RR note 4) (PR&NE Class “B”) (Was HC #4; CNE&W #24; To CNE (1st) #24)

PRNE 29

Was wrecked at Lakeville, CT on 26 Jun 1893. Condemned by the CNE Railway on 30 Apr 1915 for $350.00 scrap value. (See HC RR note 5) (PR&NE Class “B”) (Was HC #5; CNE&W #25; To CNE (1st) #25; NH #257; again CNE (1st) #25 - #75)

PRNE 30

Wrecked in New Hartford, CT and was shipped to BLW in Philadelphia, PA in Dec 1894. Sold by the CNE Railway to the E.H. Wilson Co. (locomotive broker) in Sep 1907 for $2000.00. Final disposition unknown. (See HC RR note 6) (PR&NE Class “B”) (Was HC #6; CNE&W #26; To CNE (1st) #26; NH #258; again CNE (1st) #26)

PRNE 31

Was sold by the CNE Railway to Fitzhugh-Luther & Co. (locomotive broker) on 14 Sep 1906 for $1750.00. Resold by them to the Spokane & Inland Empire RR becoming their #6. Resold to the Pacific & Eastern RR of Medford, OR in 1911 becoming their (2nd) #5. This line became the Brownlee Olds Lumber. Co. in 1921. Final disposition unknown. (See CNEW note 32) (PR&NE Class “A”) (To CNE (1st) #27)

PRNE 32
Was wrecked at Clintondale, NY on 23 Oct 1892 and again at Stissing Jct, NY on 11 May 1893. Was sold by the CNE Railway in May 1903 to Fitzhugh & Co. (locomotive broker) for $2800.00 and by them to Weyerhauser Lumber Co. who used it on their Hawthorne, Nebagamon & Superior RR (Wisc.) as #2. Was sold in 1908 to the Mesabe Southern RR (their #4) in Minnesota. Was resold in 1912 to the Duluth & Northeastern RR (also in Minnesota) becoming their #12. Was wrecked and scrapped in 1924 but it’s boiler was used for sometime after in the D&NE’s roundhouse at Cloquet, Minnesota. (See CNEW note 33) (PR&NE Class “A”) (To CNE (1st) #28)

PRNE 33

Was sold in Nov 1902 by the CNE Railway to The Males Co. (locomotive broker) of New York City for $2300.00 and resold by them to the New York &Pennsylvania RR in May 1903 where it became their #29 as well. Remained on the New York &Pennsylvania RR roster until at least 1929 and probably was scrapped soon after. (See CNEW note 34) (PR&NE Class “A”) (To CNE (1st) #28)  (To CNE (1st) #29)

PRNE 34

Was sold in Nov 1902 by the CNE Railway to The Males Co. (locomotive broker) of New York City for $2300.00 and resold by them to the Detroit Southern RR in May or June 1903 for use on their Ohio Southern Division as #29. In May 1905 these lines became the Detroit, Toledo & Ironton RR. The locomotive was apparently scrapped about 1921. (See CNEW note 35) (PR&NE Class “A”) (To CNE (1st) #30)

PRNE 35

Was the locomotive on the freight carrying a car of dynamite that blew up in Barkhamsted, CT 20 Sep 1892. Was condemned by the CNE Railway on 20 Oct 1913 for $323.00 scrap value. (See CNEW note 36) (PR&NE Class “A”) (To CNE (1st) #31)

PRNE 36
Was condemned by the CNE Railway on 31 Dec 1912 for $500.00 scrap value. (See CNEW note 37) (PR&NE Class “A”) (To CNE (1st) #32)
PRNE 37

Was wrecked at Simsbury , CT on 28 Mar 1893 and shipped to BLW in Philadelphia, PA for major repairs in Dec 1894. Sold by the CNE Railway to Fitzhugh & Co. (locomotive broker) in May 1903 for $2800.00 and by them in Oct 1903 to the Weed Lumber Co.of  Weed, CA becoming their #3. Line became the California Northeastern RR (also known locally as the “CNE”) in Jul 1905 with the locomotive retaining the #3. This line became part of the Southern Pacific RR on 1 Sep 1910 with this locomotive becoming their (2nd) #2500 (Class C-6). Condemned on 31 Jul 1927 and scrapped in Sacremento, CA on 23 Sep 1927. (See CNEW note 38) (PR&NE Class “A”) (To CNE (1st) #33)
PRNE 38

BLW Class 10 21/40E-4. Shipped new from BLW in Philadelphia, PA on Monday, 4 Dec 1893 to Maybrook, NY. Was wrecked at Canton, CT on 23 Jun 1899. Cylinders were simpled to 20” X 24” by the CNE Railway in late 1904 or early 1905. Condemned on 1 July 1925. (To CNE #34 - #85)
PRNE 39

BLW Class 10 21/40E-5. Shipped new from BLW in Philadelphia, PA on Monday, 4 Dec 1893 to Maybrook, NY. Cylinders were simpled to 20” X 24” by the CNE Railway in late 1905 or early 1905. Was condemned in 1925. (To CNE (1st) #35 - #86)

PRNE 40

BLW Class 10 21/40E-6. Shipped new from BLW in Philadelphia, PA on Thursday, 7 Dec 1893 to Maybrook, NY. Cylinders were simpled to 20” X 24” by the CNE Railway in late 1905 or early 1905. Was condemned in June 1925. (To CNE (1st) #36 - #87)

PRNE 41

BLW Class 10 21/40E-7. Shipped new from BLW in Philadelphia, PA on Thursday, 7 Dec 1893 to Maybrook, NY. Cylinders were simpled to 20” X 24” by the CNE Railway in late 1905 or early 1905. Was condemned in June 1925. (To CNE (1st) #37 - #88)

PRNE 42

BLW Class 10 21/40E-8. Shipped new from BLW in Philadelphia, PA on Saturday, 9 Dec 1893 to Maybrook, NY. Cylinders were simpled to 20” X 24” by the CNE Railway in late 1905 or early 1905. Was condemned in June 1926. (To CNE (1st) #38 - #89)

PRNE 43

BLW Class 10 21/40E-9. Shipped new from BLW in Philadelphia, PA on Saturday, 9 Dec 1893 to Maybrook, NY. Cylinders were simpled to 20” X 24” by the CNE Railway in late 1905 or early 1905. Was condemned in June 1926. (To CNE (1st) #39 - #90)

PRNE 44

BLW Class 10 21/40E-10. Shipped new from BLW in Philadelphia, PA on Thursday, 14 Dec 1893 to Hartford, CT. Was sold by the CNE Railway on 4 Sep 1905 to the Fitzhugh – Luther & Co. (locomotive broker) for $3000.00 and apparently ended up on a railroad somewhere in the California / Nevada desert area. Final disposition unknown. (To CNE (1st) #40)
PRNE 45

Was turned over to the PR&NE RR upon the P&R Railway’s takeover of the CNE&W RR in Aug 1892. However, it very quickly disappeared from the roster and was either sold or scrapped shortly thereafter. (Was R&C #2 – (2nd) #1; H&CW #11; CNE&W (1st) #11 - #41)

PRNE 46

Was turned over to the PR&NE RR upon the P&R Railway’s takeover of the CNE&W RR in Aug 1892. However, it very quickly disappeared from the roster and was either sold or scrapped shortly thereafter. (Was R&C #4 – (2nd) #3; H&CW #13; CNE&W (1st) #13 - #43)
